- You may fish from the shoreline or from a boat

- You may weigh-in your fish as early as I[pm BUT NO LATER than 2pm. Late arrivals showing up after 2pm, will be
promptly disqualified.

- Winners will be determined by the weight of the top-ten single trout brought to the scales

- Cash prizes and awards will be announced and distributed after 3pm the day of the event. All prize winners must be
present. Cash winners, if not present, will have cash prizes mailed to them.
